Far too many 'CD not Found' and 'ATBY' messages are being printed, in some cases filling the workstation system log in as few as 12 minutes.  Print each of these messages as necessary once every 30 seconds.

Solution:  Entries on the ASC command were created in order to the user to set the level suppression for these messages.  The user can choose to output all of these messages, at most one of these messages every 30 seconds, or none of these messages.  The suppression levels for these messages are independent.

Repeatedly running the DME command from the SSIMP-LR TTY screen (DME<ENTER>DME<ENTER>.....) causes CSOLOP to crash. The resulting CDUMP showed 67ZZ patch space overwritten by TTY data.

Solution:  CSOLOP was enhanced to prohibit this condition.  The enhancement is transparent to the user.

Where TGC is the number of the TGC the busy condition was found, TDIX is the TDIX of the calling party, and CALLING is the number called.

The following sequence results in am AKDC command failure, and AKDC switchover.

1. A work request to rekey a LKG is generated. 

2. The work request is not processed and is requeued. There is an active AKDC command in process.

3. The subscriber that requested the LKG rekey releases. This releases the LKG. However the rekey work request remains active.

4. When the rekey work request is processed some of required data for the rekey command has been reset. (POKGSP)

Solution:  The condition above is avoided by releasing the all the data tables associated with the rekey request.  This solution requires no action from the user.
