AN/TYC-39A MESSAGE SWITCH VERSION H3R14

INTRODUCTION

The following information is provided for all AN/TYC-39A users.  The CECOM Software Engineering Center (SEC) will be distributing AN/TYC-39A Message Switch (MS) software version H3R14 in July 2001.  This new MS software is an update to MS software version H2R12 fielded in June 2000. Although H3R14 is fully interoperable with H2R12, it should be installed into all message switches when received in order to benefit from the improvements in system performance provided with this new software baseline.  A revised Software User’s Guide will be delivered with the H3R14 software.

MAJOR IMPROVEMENTS/BENEFITS
H3R14 was produced in response to problems reported from the field and as a result of DISA cat III functional testing in May 2000.  A summary of the major improvements provided by H3R14 follows:

1) Additional security and message validation checks were added to ensure that Special Category (SPECAT) type "A" (SIOP-ESI) message traffic was always assigned a security classification of Top Secret.  Furthermore, checks were added to preclude SPECAT message traffic delivery from NATO lines and NATO subscribers.

2) The processing for a Transmission Release Code (TRC) of "U", which designates a US subscriber, was patched to support message traffic at all authorized security levels.

3) A security validation check was added to prevent Encrypt for Transmission Only (EFTO) message traffic from delivery to allied lines and allied subscribers.

4) Special processing features were added to ensure US-originated message traffic containing the Special Handling Designator (SHD) of "F" would contain the routing indicator of RBOYST.

5) A partial baseline reassembly has been accomplished.  One module was reassembled to free additional patch space.

EAR Resolutions in H3R14:

a) H10079:
RIL in IDP2, RLINK=571A – journal space not reserved.

b) H10152:  Enhancement for DABA line printouts.

c) H10158:  Enhancement: create “ending” for DABA printout.
d) H10161:  SPECAT A should be allowed on TS messages only.

e) H10162:  NATO lines and RIs should not be allowed SPECATs.

f) H10163:  Valid TRC ‘U’ not accepted by AN/TYC-39A. 

g) H10164:  Allied messages should not be allowed EFTO as a transmission instruction.

h) H10165:  Message with SHD ‘F’ must contain RI RBOYST.

NOTE:  In order to comply with AMC Headquarters policy, SEC personnel must plan OCONUS travel no later than 60-Days in advance.  OCONUS units  (i.e. Germany, Korea, etc.) requesting SEC Field Support should provide the request no later than 75 days in advance to ensure support can be provided.
